Preparing Your Child For Transitions

When mid -August comes around each year, the change of climate in a home has very little to do with
the weather. Yes, the days are getting perceptibly shorter. Activi ties, sports, and travel are winding
down, and perhaps so is your own resourcefulness at keeping children occupied.

But there is a detectable mood that descends upon the household as the calendar relentlessly marches

on toward fall. It happens every year, and inevitable as the change may be, it is still interesting and
useful to observe how your children react and respond to change, and in particular the start of school
each year. Each childbés response wil/| be digfief erent from the

When you think about helping your child make it through transitions, think about yourself for a

moment. How do you deal with change? Does the thought or suggestion of it cause unnecessary

anxiety, moodiness, anticipation, or just a philosophical shru g of the shoulders? It probably depends
on what the change is  -- but think about the ways you tend to respond.

Everyone goes through changes, but children often need extra attention and patience as they go
through transitions. Here are some tips to help you and your child.

1. Letyour child know that the transition is coming. If there is a family calendar, clearly mark the
event and the steps leading up to it, e.g., orientation, supply list, class postings, and doctor
and dentist appointments.
2. Talk positively about the change, and enjoy the steps leading to it. If you dread the change,
your child will sense that. If pleasant memories can be associated with the change, such as
school shopping, going out for ice cream, or one last hurrah at the county fair, the transition
will be easier for your child.
3. Give your child time to get accustomed to the idea of the change. Respect the fact that your

child needs time to work through feelings. Be availabl e,
4. Make planning for the transition a joint endeavor. Once your child has turned the corner -- that

is, has become resigned to the anticipated change -- listen to what is important to your child.

Perhaps one last outing is important, or special time to play with a friend, or a visit to

relatives.

5. Let the transition come naturally, without creating undue pressure. Change creates
uncertainty, even when viewed as positive. Whether the transition is going back to school, a
new child entering the family, or a sibling going off to college, change can cr eate anxiety and
insecurity. Listen for the sources of the anxiety and try to face those positively without
denying your childbdés fears. Say, for example, "Your sist
Reassuring your child will not take away all the f eelings of uncertainty, but it will plant a seed
of hope.
6. Understand that transitions are a part of life for parents, too. Spend time thinking about how
you respond to change. Remember what your feelings usually are and what helps you. Then
use that infor mation to help guide your children through their transitions.

Parenting Tips:

Give your child early notice when a transition is coming, including steps leading up to it.
Make the steps leading up to the transition pleasant experiences for your child.

Give your child time to work through feelings about the transition.

Be sensitive to the natural feelings of anxiety that your child may have about change.
