Important Book Fair Notice

Scholastic has informed us that they have made a change in policy. Instead of being able to
receive 50% in books after $1,000 has been sold, they have increased the amount to $1,500.
If we sell less than $1,500 we are only able to receive 25% in books. Our school has always
hovered around the $1,000 mark with our small enrollment.

Unusual Absenteeism Reporting in Evergreen School Division

School Divisions in Manitoba have been asked by the Minister of Education Citizenship &
Youth to share information with parents on unusual absenteeism due to HIN1 flu. This is
done to make sure that parents have the information they need to make informed decisions
about the health of their children.

School divisions will post the information for each of its schools on their divisional websites.

When a school reports ohigher than usual abse
contacted for expert advice and direction. Public health will tell the schools if any changes
need to be made to reduce the spread of infection and schools will inform parents of these
recommended changes.

It is important to note that absenteeism reports may not be because of the flu.
Absenteeism may be related o other medical or non-medical reasons.
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
